1.Student Insurance

« Items covered by the student insurance:
The student insurance covers clinic visit, surgery, accident
(disease clinic is not included), hospitalization and so on;
detailed claims regulations will be handled with the items
provided by the insurance company of the year.

Certificate of
diagnosis, receipt, x-ray and relevant information 3.

A photocopy of the front cover of the
account pass book 5. A front and back photocopy of the
student card (with registered); please submit application to
Division of Health Service in person.

2.Medical Care
Foreign students can apply the National Health Insurance
(NHI) after a continuous residence within Taiwan for six
months. A continuous residence requires a full stay of six
months in Taiwan. During this six months period, only one
trip outside of Taiwan is allowed. The trip made outside of
Taiwan must not exceed 30 days. Trip days may be
added onto the remaining days one requires to complete a
full stay of six months. Ex. John was supposed to apply
for the health insurance on or after March 1st. But John
had taken a trip home to the United States of America for
twenty days. He hence now has to wait for twenty days
to be eligible to apply for NHI, which means John needs to
wait till March 21st that he can apply for NHI.

In summary, two circumstances that may lead to your
application being rejected. A recount of six months is
required if applicant wants to apply for insurance in the

future. 31
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1. If you have made more than one trip
outside of Taiwan.

2. If the trip made outside of Taiwan
exceeds 30 days.

Before being eligible to apply for NHI, students can
apply for private insurance. The NHI covers the
following services: clinical visits, hospitalization and
childbirth. Remember to show your personalized
insurance card when you visit a doctor or hospital. The
NHI insurance card can be picked up at the Office of
Global Affairs (OGA). Foreign students can also
purchase the NHI for his (or her) spouse and family
members. But, the Student’ s Insurance is only available
for the student.

3.Student Clinic

provides students’ special clinic for all official students.
